Spiritual Corner Come Follow Me

Today, Jesus is calling Peter and Andrew, James and John to
follow him. He does not say come and see as he says in the Gospel
of John instead, in a very simple and direct way, he says:” Come
follow me!” They immediately leave everything and follow him---
these include their families, their work, friends and all their mate-
rial possessions. What does it mean? It means to be true disciples
of Jesus, we have to change the ways we live our lives and believe
in the Good News of God.

But why immediately, what is the urgency? It is because the
time has come and the Kingdom of God is near. It is all around
us. It is in our hearts. It is here. The Kingdom of God is Jesus and
we are to go out and say, “Repent, and come back to the Father.”
This Kingdom is going to begin now with us and it will spread
until the whole world hears the Good News of Jesus Christ.

And God will make him a great nation so that his
name will be great and he will be a great blessing to all peoples.
Abraham listens, believes and he leaves his country as the Lord
has told him. Because of Abraham’s faith, he follows God, and a
whole new world of hope and love begins.
