Ash Wednesday

February 14 is Ash Wednesday. Ashes will be distribut-
ed during the 8:00am and 7:00pm (Mandarin and Can-
tonese) masses. Shuttle bus service will begin at 6:15pm.
Abstinence and fasting should be observed on that day.

Stations of The Cross during Lent

Starting from February 16 and throughout Lent, there
will be ‘Stations of the Cross’ in Cantonese on Friday
evenings at 7:00 p.m.; Mandarin on February 17, March
2 & 16 and English on February 24 & March 9 at
7:45p.m. Through making the spiritual pilgrimage of
prayer, we meditate on Christ’s sufferings and death and
examine how we practise the teachings of Jesus in our
daily lives. Parishioners are encouraged to take part in
this devotion. On the first Friday of March (March 1),
the exposition of the Blessed Sacrament will begin after
the 8:00am mass and finish at 6:00pm.

The Rules for Fasting and Abstinence

One of the foremost duties of a Christian is to profess his
faith through repentance and sacrifice. Repentance is an
action to show one’s love and belief in God, for belief
without action is, like what Jesus has once criticized the
Pharisees, only outward appearance alone.

The Code of Canon Law prescribes:

1. The penitential days and times in the universal Church
are every Friday of the whole year and the season of
Lent.

2. Abstinence from meat is to be observed on all Fridays,
unless a solemnity should fall on a Friday. The law of ab-
stinence binds those who have completed their fourteenth
year.

3. Abstinence and fasting are to be observed on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday. The law of fasting binds
those who have attained their eighteenth year, until the
beginning of their sixtieth year.

Traditionally, abstinence forbids the use of meat of warm
blooded animals. Fasting includes abstinence and taking
only one full meal. Some food (not equaling another full
meal) is permitted at breakfast and around midday or in
the evening—depending on when a person chooses to eat
the main or full meal. The sick, the weak and the preg-
nant are not bound by the law of abstinence and fasting.
