Spiritual Corner

Merchants in the outermost court of the Temple often
overcharged people who came to the Temple to pray. Live-
stock that could originally be bought elsewhere at reasona-
ble prices cost twenty times more here. The Temple author-
ities appointed inspectors to examine the livestock for sacri-
fice and, according to Jewish law, sacrifice livestock must
be without flaw. Livestock bought elsewhere would not pass
the inspection for sure, so the pilgrims could only buy them
in the Temple at higher prices.

The money changers played similar tricks. As the pil-
grims had come from various parts of the world, they had
to change their money into Jewish coins for paying Temple
tax, because foreign money were regarded as impure and
would not be accepted by God. The money changers, there-
fore, would charge very high fees for money exchange to
satisfy their greed.

Jesus was angry at those who were responsible for turn-
ing the Temple, the house of prayer, into a marketplace of
