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Spiritual Corner Discerning the Signs of the Times from St. Paul’s Letters

Throughout St. Dominic’s missionary life, he
always carried two books with him: The Gospel of St.
Matthew and The Letters of St. Paul.

St. Petrus de Verona, a Dominican saint, was mar-
tyred for the Lord on June 4. On this day, in memory
of him, the daily reading chosen is 2 Timothy 3. What
surprises me is that this is truly a warning letter that
gives a sign and signal of the times. Please read care-
fully and meditate on it, comparing it with today's
world and social environment. Do you also have this
experience and have you gained any inspiration?

“You must understand this, that in the last days
distressing times will come. For people will be lovers
of themselves, lovers of money, boasters, arrogant,

abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unho-

ly, inhuman, implacable, slanderers, profligates,
brutes, haters of good, treacherous, reckless, swollen
with conceit, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of
God, holding to the outward form of godliness but
denying its power. Avoid them! For among them are
those who make their way into households and capti-
vate silly women, overwhelmed by their sins and
swayed by all kinds of desires, who are always being
instructed and can never arrive at a knowledge of the
truth. As Jannes and Jambres opposed Moses, so
these people, of corrupt mind and counterfeit faith,
also oppose the truth. But they will not make much
