Sanctify Oneself

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ! Peace be with
you!

At the approach of the summer vacation, I would
like to share with you two oracles which I am very
fond of:

1. When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to
Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love me
more than these?” He said to Him, “Yes, Lord, you
know that I love you.” He said to him, “Feed my
lambs.” He then said to him a second time, “Simon,
son of John, do you love me?” He said to Him, “Yes,
Lord, you know that I Love you.” He said to him,
“Tend my sheep.” He said to him a third time, “Do
you love me?” and he said to Him, “Lord, you know
everything; you know that I love you.” Jesus said to
him, “Feed my sheep.” (John: 15-17)

2. The eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the moun-
tain to which Jesus had ordered them. When they saw
Him, they worshipped, but they doubted. Then Jesus
approached and said to them, “All power in heaven
and on earth has been given to me. Go, therefore, and
make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have com-
manded you. And behold, I am with you always, until
the end of the age.” (Matthew 28: 16-20)
