Once
Jesus personally instructed Sister Faustina to bring to Him
the souls imprisoned in purgatory. He said, “Today bring
to me the souls imprisoned in purgatory. Throw them into
the abyss of my mercy. Let me pour my holy blood onto
them to cool off the burning fire.” In her diary, Sister
Faustina recorded in details what she saw in purgatory,
which reveals the situation of the souls in there. In her
vision, Sister Faustina’s guardian angel brought her to a
misty place full of fire in which there was a great crowd
of suffering souls. They were praying fervently, but to no
avail, only the faithful on earth can come to their aid.

The souls greeted
her as “The Star of the Sea”. Sister Faustina also
recorded the soul of a young woman asking her for help,
hoping to receive her prayers.
